Architectural Philosophy

Schooner Landing at Hammock Bay
Purpose: 
The Purpose of the Architectural Philosophy is to set the tone for the design standards for Schooner Landing at Hammock Bay.  By having a design standard, the integrity and philosophy that was contemplated for Schooner Landing can remain in tact as the subdivision grows to its full capacity.

Philosophy: 
The Schooner Landing subdivision of Hammock Bay was created to celebrate Freeport’s rich heritage and history in the shipbuilding industry, which began in the 1800’s.  The height of the shipbuilding era produced a number of ships which lasted for many years both far and wide from their native beginnings in Freeport’s channels.  The craftsmanship and design of these ships inspired the developers of Hammock Bay to establish Schooner Landing.  In keeping with Freeport's shipbuilding heritage, the Schooner Landing subdivision was created continuing a nautical theme in the design and construction of every home.  Each street in the subdivision was named for a ship that was built in Freeport to keep the nautical history alive in present day Hammock Bay.
Landcape Design:

All landscaping designs for any individual lots in the Schooner Landing subdivision must comply with the Hammock Bay Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions and the Supplemental Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions for the Schooner Landing subdivision.
Design Plans:
All design plans for homes in the Schooner Landing subdivision, must be approved by the Hammock Bay Architectural Review Board ("ARB") in compliance with Article 8 of the Declarations of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions of Hammock Bay.   In keeping with the nautical theme of Schooner Landing, attached are house plans that demonstrate the philosophy we would like to adhere to in the Schooner Landing subdivision.  Houses may either be built using one of the attached plans or a builder may submit a set of plans to the ARB for approval.  If you submit a house plan chosen from the design choices attached hereto for approval, you will be approved to build to the exact specifications of the plans.

If however, you would like to use an alternate home design, you must submit your design for approval by the ARB consistent with Article 8 of the Declarations of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions of Hammock Bay.  The ARB will then review the design, look and integrity of the alternate home plans to ensure the concept and philosophy of the Schooner Landing subdivision are maintained in your design.

Once approved, you will receive a written letter from the ARB along with any conditions for approval if they so apply.
